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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ
Located in the 331 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond.  Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast.  The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.  

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quite tree-lined streets.  Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.  

New Paltz is most famous for Hugeunot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology.  New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings:  the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.  

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz.  The region itself abounds in
educational experiences.  History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past.  The nation’s oldest street with its original with houses is
just blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound.  Former US presidents’
homes, as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropol-
ogy students.  Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and intern-
ships in state government.  An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation expe-
rience to students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

The premium wood gym floor is the home arena for the Division-III men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball programs.  The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par with
many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fitness centers
at the west and east ends.  The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines.  The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models.  It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations.  It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions.  There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fitness curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that
encircles the competition wood gym floor.  The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.

Liz Saucier enters her first season as head coach in
the fall of 2008.  Saucier was the assistant coach
last season when the Hawks finished 5-13 overall
and 3-3 in SUNYAC competition.  

The Hawks will be returning their top three scorers
from last season.  Jess Moore led the team in goals
with seven and total points with 18, she also record-
ed four assists.  Lauren Nicomini recorded 13 points
netting four goals and leading the team in assists
with five.  Sarah Scholss recorded four goals and
three assists for a total of 11 points on the season.

The Hawks return two goalies from last
season who saw about the same
amount of time in net.  They will be
competing against each other for the
starting job in net this season.

The Hawks open the 2008 season
home against Drew on September 3rd
at 4 p.m. on the Turf Field.  The
remaining home schedule contains
games against Western Connecticut,
SUNY Geneseo, Oswego State,
Cortland State, Stevens College, and
Ramapo.

The Hawks will travel to Kean,
Brockport State, Oneonta State,
Skidmore, Morrisville State, Vassar
College, Wells College, and Union
College.

The Hawks will look to avenge one
goal losses to Oneonta State that was
in overtime, Manhattanville, Stevens
College, and cross town rival Vassar
College.

Elizabeth Saucier
Head Coach
First Season

Liz Saucier is in her first sea-
son as interim head coach with
the Hawks, after serving as the
assistant coach for the 2007
season.

Prior to New Paltz, Saucier
played four years of field hock-
ey at William Smith College.

There, she started in all 84 games of her career record-
ing the most started games for a William Smith field
hockey player, and also holds the record for assists (17)
in a single season. As a back and midfielder, Saucier
was a two time All-North Atlantic Region selection, a
three time All-Liberty League selection and was named
to the NCAA All-Tournament Team in the 2004 NCAA
Division III National Championship. At the end of her sen-
ior year she was presented with the Marion Harrison
Greene Award as outstanding senior athlete. During her
career, the Herons won three Liberty League
Championships and made three NCAA appearances. 
She was an active member of the William Smith Student
Athlete Advisory Committee, serving as president from
2005-2007. 

She graduated from William Smith College with a
Bachelor’s Degree in Psychology and Women’s Studies.
She plans to pursue a Master’s Degree in Sports
Psychology.

Saucier has coached at field hockey camps for the
University of Maine, Syracuse, and began the first field
hockey camp at SUNY New Paltz this year. A native of
Old Town, Maine, Saucier comes from a family of coach-
es. Her mother, Dodi Saucier was a UNH Hall of Famer,
and her former High School field hockey coach, and her
sister Shaunessy Saucier is currently the assistant field
hockey coach at Bryant University.

Saucier is a leader in the Rising Stars program, a part of
the Leadership Academy for New Paltz student-athletes,
and will also serve as assistant coach to the women’s
lacrosse team.

First Season

Heather Semelmacher will begin
her first season as the assistant
field hockey coach. Semelmacher
is also starting the NCAA III pro-
gram for women's lacrosse at New
Paltz.

Semelmacher comes to SUNY

as head coach of the field hockey team.  In 2007 she was
named Coach of the Year.

From 2001-2008 Semelmacher was a member on the United
States Field Hockey Marketing Development Committee and
is an active US Field Hockey member.

Semelmacher is a 1999 graduate of Lynchburg College with
a degree in Sports Medicine and Sports Marketing with a
minor in Business Administration.  While at Lynchburg
College, Semelmacher played three years of field hockey
and three years of lacrosse before suffering a season ending
injury.  She played in the Scholastic Division from 1994-1996
and in the Open Division from 2003-2006 at the National
Field Hockey Festival.

Semelmacher stays active in the community working several
field hockey camps including SUNY New Paltz, White
Mountain, and STX.

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PREVIEW OF 2008
The New Paltz women's field hockey team will have
a new look in 2008 as first year coach Elizabeth
Saucier takes over the helm. The Hawks posted a
record of 5-13 in 2007.

New Paltz’s strength should be on offense as sopho-
more Lauren Nicomini, who placed second on the
team in scoring in 2007 with 13 points on four goals
and a team high five assists, and classmate Sarah
Schloss, who added four goals and three assists, will
lead the attack.  Junior Kristen Bergmann will join the
pair on the starting offensive line. Jillian Cararchio,
Marissa Costello, Jennifer Dietz, and Meghan Flynn
all return to the front line and will add a spark off the
bench.

In the midfield, New Paltz starts 2007 first team All-
SUNYAC and second team all-region selection, Jess
Moore, who led the team with seven goals and 18
points last season. Junior Kristen Donnelly returns to
the midfield after starting all 18 games last season
and sophomore Alyssa Finck, should aid the Hawks
transition offense. First years Corry Almeida and
Maryana Orginidis will support the midfield and see
playing time.

New Paltz is very deep in the back, including return-
ing starters Ann Marie Rudd, who started 18 games
last year and sophomore Kristy Amendola, had 15
starting assignments in 2007. Junior Emmi van den
Boom will join the pair in the starting backfield. Kelly
Brogan, Mary Grace Hamme, Heather McCoy,
Courtney Merton and Gretchen Tucker will compete
for playing time off the bench.

In goal, sophomores Grace Watson and Elizabeth
Dini will compete for playing time. Watson posted a
.769 save percentage and Dini posted 50 saves nine
starts last season. Junior Liz Tong will pressure
Watson and Dini for playing time.

New Paltz opens their season by hosting Drew on
Wednesday, September 3rd at 4:00 p.m.
