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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ

Located in the 331 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond. Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast. The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quite tree-lined streets. Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.

New Paltz is most famous for Hugeunot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology. New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings: the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz. The region itself abounds in
educational experiences. History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past. The nation’s oldest street with its original with houses is
just blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound. Former US presidents’
homes, as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropol-
ogy students. Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and intern-
ships in state government. An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation expe-
rience to students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

The premium wood gym floor is the home arena for the Division-lll men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball programs. The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par with
many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fitness centers
at the west and east ends. The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines. The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models. It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations. It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions. There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fithess curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that

encircles the competition wood gym floor. The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.

Head coach Eric Watson and the Hawks soccer team
finished the season with a mark of 3-12-2 overall and 3-
6-2 in SUNYAC competition. The Hawks were a very
young team with only one senior and thirteen players
that consisted of freshman and sophomores in 2007.

The Hawks were led by senior Justin Thomson last sea-
son with three goals and three assists for a total of nine
points. Sophomores Anton Shipman and Sean
Reminick each added three goals for a total of six
points. Junior Allan Bronstein led the team in assists
with four and added a goal for a total of six points.
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Freshman goalkeeper Peter Carmel saw
the most time in net starting 11 games
for the Hawks with a 2.69 goals against
average. Junior Patrick Carlucci led the
team in wins with two including a shut-
out against SUNYIT in a 1-0 victory.

The Hawks finished the season strong
going 3-3-2 over their last eight games
and scoring ten goals. The Hawks are
looking to carry that success over to
2008.

The Hawks open the 2008 season in the
Wheaton College Adidas Fall Classic,
playing against Western New England
College and Wheaton, August 29th and
30th. The Hawks also travel to Rutgers
University-Newark for the Scarlet
Raiders Men’s Soccer Classic, playing
against Rutgers-Newark and Stevens
College, September 6th and 7th.

The home opener is September 2nd
against SUNY Cobleskill. The Hawks
also host Bard College, Cortland State,
Fredonia State, Buffalo State, Morrisville
State, Oneonta State, and Vassar

Head Coach
Second Season

Eric Watson enters his second
season as head coach of the
SUNY New Paltz men’s soccer
program in the fall of 2008.
Watson joined the New Paltz
staff after spending five years
as the head men’s soccer
coach at Linfield College in
McMinnville, OR.

Most recently, Watson has served as the 2008 goalkeep-
er coach for the US Under-23 Women's National Team.
While at Linfield, he compiled an overall record of 62-24-
10, and led his team to the NCAA playoffs in 2002 and
2003. In 2003, Linfield claimed the Northwest
Conference (NWC) championship and in 2005 Watson
was named the NWC Coach of the Year. Watson also
served as the women'’s soccer coach in 2002 and 2003.

Prior to Linfield, Watson spent two seasons as the men'’s
assistant soccer coach at the University of Richmond. He
was heavily involved with goalkeeper training, recruiting
future players and scouting opponents. From 1998-2000,
Watson served as the assistant men's soccer coach at
Williams College. The program compiled a 31-3-2 record
and reached the NCAA Division Il semifinals in 1998 and
the quarterfinals in 1999. He has worked extensively as a
club coach for F.C. Portland, the Oregon Olympic
Development Program, the Regional Olympic
Development staff and the Richmond Capitals Club. He
holds a Class “A” coaching license from the United
States Soccer Federation and a goalkeeper diploma from
the National Soccer Coaches Association of America.

Watson enjoyed a distinguished playing career at
Williams College from 1993-1996. He was a senior cap-
tain in 1996 and helped lead his team to the NCAA
Division Il quarterfinals. In 1995 his team went undefeat-
ed with a record of 17-0-2 and claimed the NCAA
Division Il National Championship. Williams appeared in
the NCAA Division title game in 1993 and posted a 16-1-
1 record.

Watson received a bachelor's degree in mathematics
from Williams in 1997 and completed his master's degree
in Sport Leadership at Virginia Commonwealth University

in 2002.

Kyle Clancy enters his third
season as the Assistant Coach
for the SUNY New Paltz men's
soccer team.

Academy Under 13 Team and is the assistant coach for
the '96 boys Olympic Development Program team.

Clancy has worked several camps and holds an
advanced national diploma from the National Soccer
Coaches Association of America.

Prior to New Paltz, Clancy was a member of the
Dominican College men's soccer program from 2002-
2006. He holds the Dominican school record of 171
career points (75 goals, 21 assists) and was named the
Central Atlantic Collegiate Conference (CACC) Player of
the Year in 2005 and 2006. He was a first team All-
Conference player all four years, a three time first team
All-Region selection and in 2006 he capped off his
accomplishments by being named the CACC male
Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

Clancy is a 2006 graduate of Dominican College, where
he received a Bachelor of Science degree in Athletic
Training.

Liam Welsh will be joining the
men’s soccer team as a volunteer
coach in fall of 2008. Welsh joined
the SUNY New Paltz Athletic
Department in June as a Special
Assistant to the Athletic Director.

Welsh comes to SUNY New Paltz
from Siena College in Loudonville,
New York, where he graduated in May of 2008.

As a freshman in 2004, Welsh was named Metro-Atlantic
Athletic Conference (MAAC) Rookie of the Year and was All-
MAAC Second Team. Playing center midfield Welsh recorded
two goals for a total of four points on the year and was select-
ed as MAAC Rookie of the Week.

As a sophomore in 2005, Welsh started in 17 games as a
center back on defense.

As a junior, Welsh returned to the center midfield position
scoring two goals and one assist for a total five points on the
year. He was selected Second Team All-MAAC and was a
recipient of the MAAC Male Sportsmanship Award. Welsh also
served as team captain in 2006.

As a senior, Welsh returned back to the defense playing cen-
ter back and started all 20 games for the Saints in 2007 serv-
ing as team captain for the second consecutive season. He
was selected as All-MAAC First Team and was named
National Soccer Coaches Association of American (NSCAA)/
Adidas North Atlantic All-Region Third Team. Welsh was the
winner of the MAAC Male Sportsmanship Award.

Justin Thomson joins men’s soccer
team as a volunteer coach in fall of
2008, after spending four seasons
on the field in a Hawk uniform.

A graduate of Babylon High School.

He transferred to New Paltz after

spending the 2003 season at

Stonybrook. He started 30 of the
55 games he played in. In his first season as a Hawk, the
team earned the number three seed in the SUNYAC tourna-
ment and finished the season 12-10, achieving the highest
win total since 1970. Thomson tallied 18 points on 7 goals
and 4 assists, including two game winners in his career.

Thomson is a 2008 graduate of SUNY New Paltz, where he
earned his degree in elementary education.

2008 SEASON PREVIEW

As the 2008 men’s soccer team heads into a new sea-
son, second year head coach Eric Watson is counting on
the players’ technical skills and work ethic to bring the
team to new heights. Goals for 2008 include increasing
the win-loss ratio and to qualify for the SUNYAC tourna-
ment.

“The team is young but has a lot of talent,” stated
Watson. “We’ll have to see how long it takes for them to
gel and for the first year players to adjust to the speed of
the college game.”

New Paltz has a core group of veterans returning to the
backfield, led by junior starter Anton Shipman who was
named the team MVP in 2007. Shipman started all 17
games and netted a team high three goals. Senior Ryan
Lundgren and sophomore Nick Lamon come back to the
Hawks this season after Lundgren started 16 games and
Lamon played all 17 games last season, with 13 starting
assignments. Joining the trio on the back line is senior
Robert Mendes who makes the shift from midfield.

Sophomore Jason Fancie, who contributed to the 2007
defense and first year Brendan Ujvary will add depth to
the back. The defense also welcomes newcomers Jimmy
Alexiou, James Berbrick, Evan Martel and Eric Rounds.

The midfield will be looked to push the ball forward and
add to the attack system of the forwards. First years
Tommy Garafola and local Joe Emberger will use their
ability to make plays happen in the central midfield.
Sophomore Frank Tloczkowski, transfer Robert Wexler
and newcomer Brandon Quinn complete the position
depth.

Junior Sean Reminick and sophomore Joe Rose will
patrol the right side. Both started all 17 games last sea-
son with Reminick netting three goals and Rose adding
three assists. The left side will feature senior Chris
Hotzak, who started all 17 games in the 2007 season and
newcomers James McGaley and Michael Santalesa.

A priority going forward for the Hawks will be to score
more goals. First years James Altadonna and Tommy
Willoughby are a part of Watson’s plan to bring success
to the men’s soccer program. Sophomore Lucas Natel
and junior Harper Jaroff return for the Hawks, adding
scoring potential to the front line.

Returning goalkeepers Patrick Carlucci and Peter Carmel
are ready to defend their starting time against newcomer
Thomas Viscardi. Carlucci was 2-1 in net last season with
a .840 save percentage and Carmel allowed 2.69 goals
against average in 11 games with a .745 save percent-
age.
