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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ

Located in the 331 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond. Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast. The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quite tree-lined streets. Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.

New Paltz is most famous for Hugeunot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology. New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings: the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz. The region itself abounds in
educational experiences. History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past. The nation’s oldest street with its original with houses is
just blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound. Former US presidents’
homes, as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropol-
ogy students. Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and intern-
ships in state government. An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation expe-
rience to students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

The premium wood gym floor is the home arena for the Division-Ill men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball programs. The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par with
many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fithess centers
at the west and east ends. The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines. The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models. It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations. It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions. There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fitness curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that

encircles the competition wood gym floor. The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.
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2008 Season Preview

The SUNY New Paltz women’s volleyball team enters 2008 competition with high hopes for a
SUNYAC title under seventh year head coach Matt Giufre. New Paltz posted a record of 27-12 and
reached the SUNYAC tournament semifinals, where they were defeated by Fredonia, and set a team
record of 1882 kills and 1638 assists in the 2007 season.

New Paltz is a deep and experienced squad with three returning All-SUNYAC East perform-
ers. Despite the loss of the 2006 and 2007 SUNYAC East Player of the Year, Giufre is confident in
the talent of his recruiting class and believes the team is ready to make things happen on the court.

Senior libero Nicole Mercadante (Baldwinsville/C.W . Baker) will lead the defense after
earning second team All-SUNYAC and contributing a team high 481 digs in 2007. Junior Priska
Wilson (W arwick/W arwick V alley) is a two time second team All-SUNYAC selection and joins the
Hawks after transferring from SUNY Potsdam. Wilson led the Bears with 4.94 digs/game and will be
looked to for her strong defensive skills. Junior Kelcey Noble (Lake George) completes the defen-
sive unit after adding 176 digs for the Hawks last year.

Senior outside hitter Samantha Prudente (Huntington S tation/W alt Whitman) , who was a
second team All-SUNYAC choice, will pace the attack after netting 256 kills and 383 digs last sea-
son. Giufre is high on first year Melinda DiGiovanna (W est Hemp stead), an outside hitter who will
compete for a starting role immediately. Junior Amanda Kopp (Massapequa) and sophomore
Stephanie Skrobach (W ebster/W ebster Schroeder) will add depth to the outside rotation.
Completing the outside position is sophomore Artie W illiams (Newburgh/Newburgh Free
Academy) , who joins the team after earning the 2008 SUNYAC women'’s basketball rookie of the
year honors. Williams is a natural athlete and will add power and agility to the outside.

Junior middle hitter Britt any Coyle (Middletown/Minisink V  alley) returns after leading the
team in blocks. Sophomore Dana Kindelmann (Nesconset/Sachem North)  returns to the middle
after compiling 63 blocks and hitting .261. First year Tara Annunziat a (Massapequa) adds depth to
the middle position and join the rotation.

Juniors Lauren Hogue (Burnt Hills/Burnt Hills Ballston) and Alison Kiernan (New Hyde
Park/Herricks) will contribute from the right side. Hogue tallied 158 kills and 275 digs and Kiernan
added 76 Kkills.

Junior Stephanie Bova (Central Square) will center the Hawks attack as the starting setter
position, after serving as the back up setter for the past two years. First year Kelsey Garmendia
(Pine Bush) will assume the back up role.

New Paltz begins their season at the Cortland Red Dragon Classic on Friday, August 29 with
the home opener slated for Friday, September 12 versus Mt. St. Mary at 4:00 p.m. as a part of the
Hawk Invitational.

Matt Giufre
Head Coach
Seventh Season

Head coach Matt Giufre is
in his seventh season at
the helm for the Hawks in
2008. Over the past six
seasons, Giufre has built
the Hawks into one of the
rising programs in the
region. He has coached 18 All-State University
of New York Athletic Conference (SUNYAC)
selections, in addition to the East Division
Player of the Year (2006 and 2007) and Rookie
of the Year (2006). Coach Guifre has compiled
an overall record of 140-90 in his six years and
has earned SUNYAC Coach of the Year recog-
nition in 2004 and 2006.
He has coached his team to the SUNYAC
Tournament the past four years, including the
2006 season when the Hawks claimed the East
Division title for the first time in the history of
the program. New Paltz made an appearance
at the ECAC Tournament in 2004, 2005 and
2006.

Prior to his appointment at SUNY New Paltz,
Giufre spent four years as the assistant
women's volleyball coach at perennial national
championship contender SUNY Cortland.
During that time, the Red Dragons compiled an
impressive 132-34 record, reached the NCAA
Division Ill Tournament all four years and
advanced to the quarterfinals in 1998 and
2000.

In addition to his coaching duties, Giufre is an
active member of the NCAA Regional Advising
Committee, the AVCA Top 25 Voting Committee
and the AVCA All-America Awards Committee.

Giufre is a 1998 graduate of SUNY Cortland
where he earned a degree in physical educa-
tion. He received his master's degree in health
education from SUNY Cortland in 2002.

Alice Kahrs

First Season

Alice Kahrs begins her first
season as the Assistant
Coach for the women'’s vol-
leyball team. Kahrs is a
2008 graduate of SUNY
Cortland where she
received her degree in
Speech and Language Disabilities.

Kahrs was a four year member of the Red
Dragons volleyball team and served as captain
her final two seasons. During her four years the
Red Dragons compiled an overall record of
132-35 and 37-3 in conference play and won
the SUNYAC Championship all four years,
earning the automatic NCAA bid. Kahrs was a
first team All-Conference player in 2007 and
completed her career with 843 kills, 435 blocks
and a .231 hitting percentage. She ranks sixth
in career solo blocks (135) and total blocks
(435).

Off the court, Kahrs was the co-founder of the
SUNY Cortland chapter of Circle K, served on
the Student-Athlete Advisory Committee and
participated in many volunteer community serv-
ice projects. She has served as an assistant
coach and a head coach at the Cortland sum-
mer sport school, in addition to working many
volleyball clinics.
