SUNY NEW PALTZ ATHLETIC DIRECTOR 
Stuart Robinson
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Throughout the 1950's, collegiate athletic directors from a number of New York State institutions dis-
cussed the idea of forming an athletic conference. On a Sunday afternoon in Albany, May 1958, rep-
resentatives from eight schools met for an organizational meeting and ratified a constitution. The
second meeting was held at Cortland State Teachers College on September 19, 1958. This meeting
marked the start of the New York State Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (NYSIAC), which later was
re-designated the State University Of New York Athletic Conference (SUNYAC) in 1963. Originally
the league sought, among other things, to serve as a model for public school athletic organizations
and to help strengthen the physical education programs of member institutions. By 1974-75, the
SUNYAC voted to focus on its role of providing a program of intercollegiate athletic competition
among its member schools. Since then, the league governing body has been comprised of athletic
directors and senior women athletic administrators from each school. In the beginning, the NYSIAC
was open to any Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC) member in New York State, but the
SUNYAC limited its constituency to four-year colleges and universities in the State University of New
York system. The charter members in 1958 included Albany, Brockport, Buffalo State, Cortland, New
Paltz, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh and Potsdam. The following year, Geneseo and Fredonia
joined the league. In 1973- 4 Binghamton, 1978-79 SUNY Buffalo and 1991 SUNY Utica/Rome
joined the conference. Over the years, a few member schools have withdrawn for limited periods of
time from the conference. Today, though, 11 institutions excluding Albany, SUNY Buffalo and
Binghamton, continue to compete in the SUNYAC. One of the nation's strongest NCAA Division III
conferences, the SUNYAC extended its athletic prowess in 1983 when the league voted to have its
women's programs become part of the SUNYAC. The Conference administrative organization was
changed to include women's division and a men's division with the governance body composed of
representatives from each institution. Since 1979-80, a commissioner has guided the SUNYAC. 

In 1985-86, Dr. Pat Damore was appointed the first fulltime commissioner of SUNYAC. Basketball
provided the league its first team champion in 1959; but since that time, other sports increased rapid-
ly. Presently, the conference members compete in 20 sports: nine for men and eleven for women. In
2001-02, the SUNYAC will crown men's team champions in baseball, basketball, cross country, ice
hockey, indoor & outdoor track, lacrosse, soccer and swimming/diving. During the year, the league
will also offer women's championships in basketball, cross country, field hockey, indoor & outdoor
track, lacrosse, soccer, softball, swimming/diving, tennis and volleyball. No strangers to NCAA post
season tournaments, the SUNYAC membership boasts a number of national championship teams
and countless All-Americans. In 1974, Brockport brought the SUNYAC its first NCAA champion in
men's soccer. The following year, Cortland captured the NCAA lacrosse championship. Brockport's
wrestling dynasty produced NCAA titles in 1977, 1980, 1982, 1983 and 1992, while SUNY Buffalo
captured the title in 1978. The Potsdam men's basketball team was the national champion 1981 and
1986. The SUNYAC ice hockey program provided two NCAA division III finalists in 1987 when
Plattsburgh defeated Oswego. Plattsburgh won the title in 1992 and in 2001. Meanwhile, the
Cortland outdoor track squad in 1985 gave the SUNYAC its first women's national championship
team. The Cortland women's cross country team produced seven more titles between 1989 and
1997. Cortland women's indoor track also captured the NCAA title in 1991, followed by women's soc-
cer team in 1992 and women's field hockey team in 1993 and 1994. One of the oldest small college
conferences in the nation, the SUNYAC embarks upon its fifth decade with the same commitment to
athletic excellence that has remained the league's guiding light since its formation 43 years ago.

About the SUNYAC
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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ
Located in the 331 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond.  Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast.  The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.  

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quiet tree-lined streets.  Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.  

New Paltz is most famous for Huguenot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology.  New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings:  the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.  

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz.  The region itself abounds in
educational experiences.  History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past.  The nation’s oldest street with its original houses is just
blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound.  Former US presidents’ homes,
as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropology stu-
dents.  Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and internships in
state government.  An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation experience to
students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

The premium wood gym floor is the home arena for the Division-III men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball programs.  The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par with
many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fitness centers
at the west and east ends.  The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines.  The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models.  It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations.  It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions.  There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fitness curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that
encircles the competition wood gym floor.  The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.

Jesse Marsh, first season

The 2008 season started off in Virginia with double-
headers against Randolph-Macon and Mary
Washington.  The Hawks split with Randolph and were
swept by Mary Washington to start the season 1-3,
before rebounding with eight straight wins in Fort Pierce,
Florida.  The Hawks swept Mitchell College,
Westminster College, Grinnell College and Western
Connecticut State.  New Paltz would drop the next two
games against Bethany Lutheran College and
Wisconsin-Superior.  The Hawks would finish in Fort
Pierce with a win against Crown College and would go
9-2 in Florida.

The Hawks hosted an always tough Ithaca College
March 26 and fell 6-3 to the Bombers.  Ithaca scored
first in the top of the second to take a 1-0 lead, but the
Hawks brought in three in the bottom half of the inning
to take a 3-1 advantage.  The Bombers would score two
in the fourth and seventh and one in the ninth to take
the game. 

The Hawks opened up conference play
against Plattsburgh at home March 30th
and the Hawks would spilt with the
Cardinals, winning the first game 11-9
and falling 6-4 in the night cap.  Oneonta
was up next for the Hawks at home and
the Hawks shut out the Red Dragons in
the double-header 2-0 and 1-0 to
improve to 13-7 and 3-1 in conference
play.  

The Hawks began a nine game road trip
starting with Scranton.  New Paltz
dropped both games to the Royals, but
came back to beat CCNY the next day.
The Hawks would then fall to nationally
ranked #9 RPI and fall to Brockport and
Fredonia on the weekend to fall to 14-14
and 3-5 in conference.  The road trip
ended against Vassar and the Hawks
walked away with a 7-6 victory.  The
Hawks would host a weekend series
against Oswego and third nationally
ranked Cortland.  The Hawks split with
the Lakers and fell to the Red Dragons in
both games.

The Hawks finished the season winning
five of their last seven, wins coming
against Old Westbury, Mt. St. Mary,
SUNY IT, Union and Vassar.  The Hawks
finished the season at 21-19 overall and
5-9 in the SUNYAC.

Matt Griffiths
Head Coach
Third Season

Matt Griffiths begins his third season as head
coach with the SUNY New Paltz baseball team
in 2008-09, after spending two seasons as an
assistant coach for the Hawks from 2004-06.
In two seasons, he has amassed a record of
37-41 overall and 10-18 in SUNYAC. Griffiths
has coached six all-conference selections and
three all-region players.

Griffiths was a two-year member of the Marist
program who helped lead the Red Foxes to a
MAAC Championship and an NCAA
Tournament appearance in 2002.

In a two-year Division I career, Griffiths swiped
17 bases and had 15 doubles and 22 extra
base hits. A solid fielder as well, Griffiths did not
make an error as a senior and finished with a
career fielding percentage of .981.

Following his playing career at Marist, Griffiths
stayed on with the program as a member of the
coaching staff. He worked with the Red Foxes
outfielders and assisted with the program's
recruiting efforts.

Prior to playing at Marist, Griffiths was a center-
fielder at Skyline Junior College in San Bruno,
CA where he earned all-league honors and fin-
ished fourth in the state in hitting.

Griffiths earned a degree in history from Marist
in 2002.

Tom McTamaney
Pitching Coach
Fourth Season

Coach McTamaney begins his fourth season
with the SUNY New Paltz baseball staff as the
pitching coach. Coach McTamaney spent five
seasons as the Associate Head Coach at
SUNY Dutchess Community College. While at
Dutchess, Coach McTamaney served as the
teams Pitching Coach and was also responsi-
ble for coordinating and assisting with recruiting
efforts. In his five seasons, Dutchess made
three consecutive appearances in the NJCAA
Division III World Series.

Prior to his assignment at SUNY Dutchess,
Coach McTamaney was the Head Baseball
Coach at Mount St. Mary College located in
Newburgh, NY from 1994 through 1999. In that
span, the Mount won multiple Skyline and
Knickerbocker Conference titles. He amassed
146 victories in six seasons as Head Coach,
currently the school record. His crowning
achievement was leading the Mount to their
first two NCAA Division III Regional appear-
ances in his final two seasons. In 1999, Coach
McTamaney's program received its first
National recognition by finishing the season
ranked 23rd in the American Baseball Coaches
Association/Collegiate Baseball NCAA Division
III Poll.

McTamaney has been employed by the IBM
Corp. for the past 28 years, most recently as a
Corporate Global Commodity Manager.

First Season

Jesse Marsh begins his first
season as an assistant coach
for the Hawks, after spending
the last two seasons on the
field in a uniform. A native of

Marlboro, Marsh was a staple at the shortstop posi-
tion for two seasons after transferring from
Dutchess Community College. In a Hawk uniform,
he started all 78 games, totalling 130 putouts, 179
assists and hit .330 over the past two seasons with
94 hits, 60 runs and 34 RBIs. At Dutchess, he spent
a year at first base before transitioning to shortstop.
He hit over .300 both seasons and served as the
team captain for a year.

For the past two seasons, Marsh has served as an
assistant coach for the Newburgh Nuclears
American legion baseball team. He earned his
bachelor degree in elementary education with a
concentration in history.

Senior Tyler Terlecky returns as the Hawks
top hitter from a year ago.  He started 39
games and batted .379 with 21 runs, and 21
runs batted in and a team-high 55 hits.
Judson batted .368 with 16 runs and 25 runs
batted in.  Senior Devin Scalabrini batted .287
with 17 runs and 20 runs batted in.  

The Hawks will open the season with 11
games in Phoenix, Arizona against St. Cloud
(MN), St. Mary’s (MN), Minot State (ND),
Wisconsin Stout, Concordia (Morehead, MN),
and #13th nationally ranked Eastern
Connecticut.

The Hawks will return and visit an always
tough Ithaca College on March 25th before
returning home for a double-header weekend
against conference opponents Brockport and
Fredonia.  

The Hawks then begin a stretch of 10 games
in 13 days and will start against cross town
rival Vassar College on April 1st and then will
have a five game home stand against City
College of New York, conference opponent
Plattsburgh, Manhattanville and RPI. 

The Hawks will then travel to Mount Saint
Mary for one game and will return home for a
four game home stand against Baruch, Saint
Joe’s (L.I.) and Vassar.

The Hawks will then travel to Oswego and #1
nationally ranked Cortland for four conference
games.  

The Hawks conclude their regular season
home schedule against Mount Saint Mary and
Old Westbury on April 21st and 22nd.  

The Hawks will finish the regular season on
the road against conference opponent
Oneonta and non-conference games against
Lehman College and Briarcliffe. 

Matt Griffiths returns for his third season and pitch-
ing coach Tom McTamaney returns for his fourth
season.  In the off-season Coach Griffiths added for-
mer standout player Jesse Marsh as his assistant
coach.  The Hawks return 13 players from last sea-
sons squad and bring in 11 freshman and one junior
college transfer.  

Seniors Jonathan Shanks, Jimmy Donohue and Joel
Judson will be the top three pitchers this season for
the Hawks.  There are several players competing for
the fourth and fifth spot in the rotation. Shanks in ten
appearances posted a 3-5 record in 52 plus innings
and compiled 33 strikeouts.  Donohue in eight
appearances last season had a 3-5 record and com-
piled 47 plus innings pitched and struck out 36.
Judson in six appearances posted a 2-1 record in 22
innings and compiled 25 strikeouts.

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LOREN CAMPBELL FIELD

Loren Campbell Memorial Field, named after former SUNY New Paltz baseball coach Loren
Campbell (1954-1961), is home to the Division-III Hawks.

Campbell Field is a regulation-size baseball field (fully enclosed) with dugouts, spectator seating for
250, an electronic scoreboard, an astroturf batting tunnel and a soft toss area. The field has full elec-
tricity in its dugouts, seating area and batting tunnel.  The field is located behind Elting Gym, next to
the varsity tennis courts.

Former SUNY New Paltz head baseball coach Mike Juhl was responsible for many of the improve-
ments at Campbell Field. Juhl built dugouts, painted bleachers, put up fencing, cleared out marsh,
fertilized and cut grass, and edged the
baselines during the field's renovation in
1999. To simplify maintenance, a profes-
sional in-ground irrigation system was
installed. 

Campbell Field is a premium playing sur-
face for baseball only, with a natural grass
playing field. The field includes a beam clay
infield, game mound and plate areas and
both bullpens have double pens in each
bullpen. The warning track consists of
crusher completely surrounding the perime-
ter. A padded backstop is also featured
behind home plate.

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Throughout the 1950's, collegiate athletic directors from a number of New York State institutions discussed the idea of forming an ath-
letic conference. On a Sunday afternoon in Albany, May 1958, representatives from eight schools met for an organizational meeting
and ratified a constitution. The second meeting was held at Cortland State Teachers College on September 19, 1958. This meeting
marked the start of the New York State Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (NYSIAC), which later was re-designated the State
University of New York Athletic Conference (SUNYAC) in 1963.

Originally, the league sought, among other things, to serve as a model for public school athletic organizations and to help strengthen
the physical education programs of member institutions. By 1974-75, the SUNYAC voted to focus on its role of providing a program of
intercollegiate athletic competition among its member schools. The governing body consisted of the athletic directors from each institu-
tion. In August, 1979 Commissioner Dr. Patrick R. Damore was appointed to administer the conference. He is starting his 30th year as
commissioner (2008-09).

The conference governing body was composed of the athletic directors until 1983 when the women's teams joined the conference.
The governing body is now composed of the athletic directors and senior women administrators. In the beginning, the NYSIAC was
open to any Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC) member in New York State. Currently, the SUNYAC limits its membership to
four-year colleges and universities in the State University of New York system.

The charter members in 1958 included Albany, Brockport, Buffalo State, Cortland, New Paltz, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh and
Potsdam. The following year, Geneseo and Fredonia joined the league. Other eventual members included Binghamton (1973-74),
SUNY Buffalo (1978-79) and SUNY Utica/Rome (1991-92), which is currently known as SUNYIT. Over the years, a few member
schools have withdrawn for limited periods of time from the conference. Today, 10 institutions excluding Albany, SUNY Buffalo,
Binghamton, and SUNYIT, continue to compete in the SUNYAC.

One of the nation's strongest NCAA Division III conferences, the SUNYAC extended its athletic prowess in 1983 when the institutions'
women's programs became part of the SUNYAC. The conference administrative organization was changed to include a women's divi-
sion and a men's division with the governing body composed of representatives from each institution. In 2003, the conference reorgan-
ized the governing structure and eliminated the men's and women's division to become one administrative group. The executive com-
mittee has the President, President-Elect, the Past President, the conference Senior Women's Administrator, a member of the govern-
ing body at large and the commissioner as an ex-officio member.

Presently, the conference members compete in 20 sports: nine for men and eleven for women. In 2008-09, the SUNYAC will crown
men's team champions in baseball, basketball, cross country, ice hockey, indoor & outdoor track, lacrosse, soccer and swimming/div-
ing. During the year, the league will also offer women's championships in basketball, cross country, field hockey, indoor & outdoor
track, lacrosse, soccer, softball, swimming/diving, tennis and volleyball.

No strangers to NCAA postseason tournaments, the SUNYAC membership boasts a number of national championship teams and
countless All-Americans. In 1955, Brockport brought the SUNYAC its first NCAA championship in men's soccer. In 1973, Cortland
brought the next championship in men's lacrosse and won the title again in 1975. In 1974, Brockport captured the NCAA men's soccer
championship and the school's wrestling dynasty produced NCAA titles in 1977, 1980, 1982, 1983 and 1992, while SUNY Buffalo cap-
tured the title in 1978. The Potsdam men's basketball team won the national championship in 1981 and 1986. The SUNYAC ice hock-
ey program provided two NCAA Division III finalists in 1987 when Plattsburgh defeated Oswego. Plattsburgh won the title in 1992 and
in 2001. Meanwhile, the Cortland outdoor track squad in 1985 gave the SUNYAC its first women's national championship team. The
Cortland women's cross country team produced seven more titles between 1989 and 1997. Cortland women's indoor track also cap-
tured the NCAA title in 1991, followed by women's soccer team in 1992 and women's field hockey team in 1993, 1994 and 2001. The
Oneonta women's soccer team claimed the NCAA title in 2003 and the Geneseo women's cross country team won the NCAA title in
2005. In 2006, the Cortland men's lacrosse team won the national championship while most recently, Oswego ice hockey claimed the
2007 NCAA title.

One of the oldest small college conferences in the nation, the SUNYAC embarks upon its sixth decade with the same commitment to
athletic and academic excellence that has remained the league's guiding light since its formation 50 years ago.
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The goal of the SUNY New Paltz athletics program is to provide an
opportunity for those student-athletes who participate in intercolle-
giate athletics to maximize their potential in a learning environment
which values and enhances self-actualization, competitiveness,
discipline, and the ability to make healthy choices and life-long
connections. By engaging in a thoughtful, systematic approach to
sports, each New Paltz athlete is encouraged to define a sense of
personal responsibility for his/her own behavior and performance
as well as the behavior and performance of his/her team.
