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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ

Located in the 331 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond. Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast. The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quite tree-lined streets. Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.

New Paltz is most famous for Hugeunot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology. New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings: the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz. The region itself abounds in
educational experiences. History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past. The nation’s oldest street with its original with houses is
just blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound. Former US presidents’
homes, as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropol-
ogy students. Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and intern-
ships in state government. An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation expe-
rience to students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

The premium wood gym floor is the home arena for the Division-Ill men’s and women’s basketball
and volleyball programs. The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par with
many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fithess centers
at the west and east ends. The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines. The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models. It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations. It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions. There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fitness curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that

encircles the competition wood gym floor. The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.
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2009 Season Preview

SUNY New Paltz women's softball team begins the 2009 season coming off a 25-18 campaign in
2008, most wins in a season, under third year head coach Kristina Katori . The Hawks finished 13-9
in conference play and finished fifth in the SUNYAC tournament. New Paltz returns nine from last
years squad, but will need to replace the production provided by graduates Amalia DiTrapani at
shortstop and 2008 All-American Lauren Motzkin at catcher/outfield.

New Paltz benefits from three starting outfield returnees from a year ago in centerfielder Melyssa
Cilmi (Huntington S tation/W alt Whitman) , rightfielder Erin Fitzp atrick (Delmar/Bethlehem

Central) and leftfielder Victoria Kyle (S taten Island/Curtis) . Cilmi led the conference with eight out-
field assists and hit .336 at the plate in 2008, scored 35 runs and 22 RBI on her way to the National
Coaches Fastpitch Association (NFCA) third team All-Region and All-SUNYAC honors. Fitzpatrick hit
.318, batted in 20 runs and compiled a .947 fielding percentage and Kyle will continue to be known
for her speed on the bases and in the field tracking balls as she amassed a .900 fielding percentage.
Junior Rose Dovi (Cortland) will rotate into the outfield when Cilmi steps in to play third base. Dovi
may also see some time as the designated player. First years Victoria Holm (Floral Park) and
Jacqueline Masseo (S taten Island/W agner) will provide depth in the outfield.

Junior Justine Scut aro (Shoreham/Shoreham-W ading River) will move from third base to short-
stop to replace the hole left by DiTrapani. Scutaro hit .310, scored 21 runs with 40 hits and drove in
a conference leading 36 RBI. Junior Elizabeth May (Commack) will combine with Scutaro to pro-
vide the Hawks with a solid middle infield. May hit .256 last season, including a team high 10 sacri-
fice hits. First year Samantha Barra (Islip) will fill the role at third base as she provides a strong arm
and solid bat to the line-up. Sophomore Jordan Paley (Albany) and first year Cassie Barcavage
(Cold Spring/Haldane) will each see time at first base. Paley saw action in 22 games during the
2008 season with a .989 fielding percentage. Elizabeth T ong (W oodstock/Onteora) will be used for
her speed in a utility role as she will see time as a pinch runner and provide relief for May in the
infield as a defensive second baseman. Tong saw action in 27 games and compiled a .939 fielding
percentage.

Junior Dale Cornelius (Carle Place) returns to her utility position as she hit .331 with 10 extra base
hits, 33 RBI and a .938 fielding percentage last season. She will provide her veteran knowledge
behind the plate and keep her hard-hitting bat in the lineup as the designated hitter. First year Jenna
Curcio (Conklin/Susquehanna V alley) will add a strong arm and a good eye to the backstop posi-
tion as she will split time with Cornelius.

Sophomore Courtney Costello (Bayport/Bayport-Blue Point) is the only returner to the pitching
staff. Costello compiled a 10-9 record in 28 appearances, tossing 43 strikeouts in 114.2 innings with
a 3.77 ERA. Katori is excited to see what newcomers Devon Kelly (Baldwin) , Sara Palleschi
(Chatham) and Alyssa Oliva (Fishkill/John Jay)  will bring to the mound.

The Hawks open their season during spring break (March 15-21) at the Gene Cusic Classic in Ft.
Myers, Florida, with the home opener coming on Friday March 27th at 3:00 p.m. against Geneseo.

Kristina Katori
Head Coach
Third Season

Kristina Katori begins her third season as Head Coach of the SUNY New Paltz
Softball program in 2008-2009.
In two seasons, Katori has guided the team to a 42-39 overall record, 23-19 in
conference and two consecutive berths to the SUNYAC tournament. She has
coached five all-conference selections, two all-region, one ECAC All-star, one
All-American and one Academic All-American.
Prior to her arrival at New Paltz she spent one season as the varsity softball
coach at Matignon High School in Cambridge, Massachusetts.
Katori spent four years as assistant softball and basketball coach at Colby College in Waterville,
Maine. She was involved in all aspects of both programs, including recruiting student athletes, player
development, fundraising, and travel. Katori was responsible home event game management, scout-
ing, and tape exchange. She was also an assistant director of the Colby Girls Basketball Camp dur-
ing the summer, managing various aspects of the overnight camp.
Before to her arrival at Colby, Katori was an assistant women's basketball coach for two years at
Plymouth State College. She assisted the softball program for one year at Plymouth State and
assisted the Plymouth High School team for one year. While at Plymouth, Katori earned her master's
degree in education and athletic administration.
Katori, after graduating from Nichols College in 1998, spent one year as an assistant basketball and
softball coach at Division II Southampton College. She was also an adjunct professor in the physical
education department, teaching basketball, aerobic exercise, and weight training.
Katori was a four-year starter in both sports at Nichols College. She earned Female Athlete of the
Year honors after her senior year. On the softball diamond, Katori started every game and finished
her career with records for at-bats (406), singles (117), runs scored in a season (40), sacrifices in a
season (13), and career (42). She earned team most valuable player honors in her final two sea-
sons, and was a two-time Commonwealth Coast Conference All-Star.
She became just the fifth women's basketball player at Nichols to score 1,000 career points and fin-
ished her career third on the all-time scoring list with 1,163 points. Katori holds school records for 3-
point shots made in a game (6), 3-point field goal percentage in a game (86%), and 3-point shots
made in a career (147). She earned most valuable player honors her sophomore and junior seasons.
Katori was inducted into the Nichols College Athletic Hall of Fame in the Fall of 2005.
Katori also serves as the Senior Woman Administrator and is responsible for compliance.

First Season

Lauren Motzkin begins her first season with the Hawks after spending four
years playing in the blue and orange. Motzkin was named the programs first
ever All-American as she earned third team honors in 2008. She is a two-time
All-SUNYAC selection (07, 08) and earned first-team Northeast All-Region and
ECAC All-Region honors in 2008. Motzkin finished her career as the all-time
leader in hits (171), steals (41) and doubles (38). She set the single season
record for hits (58) and doubles (15). Motzkin is a 2008 graduate of SUNY New

Paltz with a degree in Marketing and Psychology.
