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ABOUT SUNY NEW PALTZ

Located in the 329 year-old village of New Paltz (founded in 1677 by French Huguenots), the con-
temporary buildings of the landscaped campus are a fitting contrast to the historic structures of the
community and of the farmlands and vineyards beyond. Nestled between the historic Hudson River
to the east and the majestic Shawangunk Mountains to the west, New Paltz provides some of the
most breathtaking beautiful countryside on the east coast. The community is surrounded by the fer-
tile farmlands of the Wallkill River Valley and hill upon hill of apple orchards and vineyards, making
the region one of the prime apple-growing and wine making areas in New York State.

New Paltz is an aesthetic blend of commerce and natural beauty and is great for hiking and biking or
just strolling along its many quite tree-lined streets. Restaurants, retail shops and professional
offices intermingle with historic stone houses built in the 17th and 18th centuries.

New Paltz is most famous for Hugeunot Street, the oldest street in America, where visitors are wel-
come to tour the original stone houses, gaining a glimpse of 17 century colonial life.

The local terrain -- from underground caverns to mountain peaks -- is perfect for on-site study in
geology. New York City, an educational gold mine, is less than a two hour drive, and benefits busi-
ness, political science, communication, international relations, and fine and performing arts students
with voluminous offerings: the UN, network studies, national publications, Wall Street, Broadway,
museums and galleries, -- to scratch only the surface.

Regional beauty is but one reason to consider attending New Paltz. The region itself abounds in
educational experiences. History students, for example, would be hard-pressed to find a more suit-
able location for exploring America’s past. The nation’s oldest street with its original with houses is
just blocks from campus and ancient Native American artifacts abound. Former US presidents’
homes, as well as Kingston’s historic Rondout district, become natural labs for history and anthropol-
ogy students. Political science majors are just a short drive away from the state capital and intern-
ships in state government. An abundance of health care agencies offer beneficial observation expe-
rience to students with ambitions for medical or allied health careers.
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HAWKS ATHLETICS

The 57,000 square-foot Athletic and Wellness Center provides the New Paltz athletic program a
state-of-the-art venue for both varsity competition and recreation.

A new premium wood gym floor will be the home arena for the Division-lll men’s and women'’s bas-
ketball and volleyball programs. The Athletic and Wellness Center elevates New Paltz to be on par
with many of the schools they compete against.

Activity spaces within the new building include two cardiovascular and weight training fithess centers
at the west and east ends. The 3,300-square foot East Fitness Curve contains four Power Lift
Combo Racks, a complete Cybex Eagle Circuit, a functional training station and array of cardiovas-
cular machines. The East Curve includes 15 cardiovascular machines, Precor treadmills, elliptical
trainers, exercise cycles, Cybex Arc Trainers, and an SCIFIT upper body ergometer machine.

The 3,500-square foot West Fitness Curve contains 21 cardio machines for a total of 36, including
Precor and Cybex models. It also contains a free weight area and three Cybex modular stations. It
also includes a stretching area, medicine balls, core training machines and other free weight sta-
tions. There are ten 40-inch LCD TV screens surrounding this state-of-the-art equipment.

Connecting the two fitness curves is an elevated window-lined 1/9th-mile walking/jogging track that

encircles the competition wood gym floor. The entire center is air-conditioned and designed to pro-
mote overall health and fitness.
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2008 Season Preview

The SUNY New Paltz women's tennis team enters the 2008 season with hopes for a third consecu-
tive SUNYAC title and berth to the NCAA tournament. The 2008 squad returns a solid core of five
veterans, after losing second singles player Eri Yamakawa to graduation and third singles player, Liz
Beirne who transferred. Head Coach Rob Bruley has several promising newcomers joining the
team.

New Paltz posted a record of 7-3 in the fall portion of 2007 on their way to a 9-9 record overall, win-
ning the SUNYAC title and producing three SUNYAC single champions and sweeping the doubles
competition.

The veterans returning to the starting list include seniors Dana Lim (New City/Clarkstown South)
and Lindsay T rifiletti (Mamoroneck/Rye Neck) , juniors Lyndsey Lovinger (Miller Place) and
Kerri Serkes (Massapequa) and sophomore Stephanie Schara (Huntington/Kellenberg
Memorial) .

Leading the way will be Lim, a two-time defending champion at first singles. Schara will fill the num-
ber two spot, after only playing third doubles last year. Lovinger, who was the 2007 fourth singles
champion, moves to third singles in 2008. Trifiletti will make the move to fourth singles from fifth sin-
gles and Serkes, a finalist at sixth singles last year, elevates to fifth singles. Filling the sixth singles
gap is newcomer Juliette Brandon (Bronx/Cardinal S  pellman) .

In doubles play, Lim’s experience combined with Schara’s 5-9 height and power should be tough at
first doubles. Lovinger will team with Trifiletti, who played third doubles last year. At third doubles,
Serkes will mentor first year Calder Mill-Lexfold (Brockport)

Ingrid Maryansky (Forest Hills)  rounds out the roster and will compete for playing time.

The team begins their season on Sunday, August 31 when they host to Plattsburgh at 11:00 a.m.
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Hawks Coaching S taff

Robert Bruley
Head Coach
11th Season

Rob Bruley is in his 11th year as the head coach of the women'’s tennis team at
SUNY New Paltz. Since taking over the program in 1998, Bruley has built one
of the top programs in the region. Over the last seven years, the Hawks have
compiled a 73-27 mark, won three State University of New York Athletic
Conference (SUNYAC) Championships and have captured 22 individual confer-
ence titles.

In the 2007-08 season, the Hawks went 9-9 in dual match competition, won their second consecutive
SUNYAC title and earned the automatic bid to the NCAA tournament.

In the fall of 2006, the Hawks went 6-2 and Bruley was named the SUNYAC Coach of the Year for
the third time in five years, following his team's first place finish at the conference championship. In
the spring of 2007, the team went 4-2 to finish the year 10-4 overall. The Hawks competed in the
NCAA championship for the first time and lost to Tufts in the first round.

In 2005-06, SUNY New Paltz went 10-2 and finished second at the SUNYAC Championship. Bruley
coached two singles champions, while eight of his players went on to earn all-conference honors.
The team reached the New York State Women'’s Collegiate Athletic Assocation (NYSWCAA)
Tournament for the third straight year and finished in a tie for ninth place.

In the previous season 2004-05 season, the Hawks compiled a 10-2 record and finished second at
the SUNYAC Championship for the second consecutive year. Bruley was honored as the league's
Coach of the Year for the second time and the Hawks followed up their third straight, top-two per-
formance at the SUNYAC Championship with a seventh place finish at the New York State Collegiate
Athletic Association (NYSWCAA) Tournament.

During the 2003 season, six of his players went on to earn all-league honors. The Hawks were
ranked among the top 10 in New York State and reached the New York State Women’s Collegiate
Athletic Association (NYSWCAA) Tournament for the first time in the history of the program.

In 2002, the Hawks went 13-3 and Bruley was named the SUNYAC Coach of the Year following his
team’s first place finish at the conference championship. With four singles players and two doubles
teams finishing first, the Hawks scored 32 out of a possible 37 points to finish 13 points ahead of
second place Geneseo.

The 2001 season proved to be a breakthrough year for Bruley and his squad who went 12-5 and fin-
ished sixth at SUNYAC Championship. The Hawks sent two players to the singles finals and the
number one doubles team reached the conference final as well. SUNY New Paltz finished sixth at
the tournament marking its best finish at the conference championship since 1992.

A native of England, Bruley was a standout athlete in soccer, squash and tennis. His time as an ath-
lete and a coach at the international level includes five years with the Corinthian Casuals Soccer
Club. He has also been the head men’s and women’s squash coach at Bard College and spends his

summers coaching at the Lake Placid Soccer Center.
