SIX elective courses, distributed as follows: 
• SIX courses in literature, offered by the English Department, of which at least FOUR must be at the 400- or 500-level.   
• 400-level elective courses may be taken only after at least one 300-level survey course in the relevant subject area is completed (i.e., English 

Literature 1 or 2 for 400-electives in English literature). 
• 500-level courses are subject to the same prerequisites, and are open by permission of the instructor only. 
• Students are strongly advised to maintain regular contact with their advisor as they plan their elective course selections. 
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
