Bouton Hall Government Constitution 2009-2010
It is up to the Hall Government to uphold the spirit of any Residence Hall. If you are willing to run for a position, please be willing to take that position seriously in order to include and bring awareness to the other members living in the residence halls.

As a member of the Hall Government E-board you must attend and participate in all weekly meetings and scheduled programs.  If you cannot make a meeting please get in touch with the President and/or the Vice President ahead of time.

A person cannot run for President or Vice President unless they have already completed a semester in Hall Government.  Anyone is eligible to run for Secretary, Treasurer, Public Relations and RHSA Representative. Two people are designated to RHSA Representative and Public Relations can have more than one person as well.

The voting procedure for all positions will be done per year, by ballot vote and every position will be filled by someone willing to handle the responsibilities listed:
The President will call all meetings, oversee programs, approve of spending and oversee the rest of the E-board members to ensure that all work/jobs are done.

The Vice President will assist the President and act as stand in when the President is not there.

The Treasurer handles all the expenses of the Hall Government, including the budget, collecting receipts, picking up and distributing checks.

The Secretary takes attendance and records the minutes of the meetings.

The Public Relations team will ensure that the news is spread to the rest of the Residence Hall about the meetings and programs that are sponsored by the Hall Government to get residents more involved. 

The RHSA Representatives will attend weekly RHSA meetings and act as a liaison between Bouton Hall Government and RHSA.

The R.A. Liasons will attend weekly Hall Government meetings in order to ensure communication between the R.A.’s and Hall Government.

If a vote needs to be taken it will be done by secret ballot.

Programs will be attended by all members of Hall Government, unless a problem arises.  In this case, members are required to let the President and/or Vice President know.
