What is the moratorium?

The registration moratorium is January 9 - January 13.  During the moratorium
continuing students cannot add or drop spring 2023 classes. This provides our new
students the opportunity to register for spring semester. Registration will re-open for all
students on January 14. 

What if I need to retake a class?

Sometimes students do not know if they need to retake a class in the spring until fall
grades are posted.  The moratorium is set to start 2 weeks after grades are due, while
schedule changes can still be made by you.
